
1350 BC- 200 AD 



 This is known as the Trojan war that went on for ten 
years. 

 Trojans hid inside a large wooden horse (below) and 
surprised attacked the Troy killing all of the boys and 
men, keeping the women and children as slaves. 

(Trojan horse used by the Mycenaeans 
in their battle with Troy) 



 Vedas are large bodies of text originating in India. 

 Upanishads is part of the Hindu religion

 Rome was founded by a man named Romulus, as said by a Roman 
tradition.

 In these battles the author features Achilles and the 
sack of Troy 



 Founded by Plato (a classical Greek philosopher and 
mathematician) in the Greek city of Athens.

 Written in India, these animal fables were written in verse and prose, in a frame story format. 

 “Iliad” is a poem that is set in the time of the ten- year- long Trojan war. 

 The poem tells stories of the battles of  a few weeks of the war such as the death of Achilles and the 
sack of Troy
